This project culminated in a workshop in Chiang Mai in March 2008, at which plans for the 
establishment of forest restoration research units in each of the 3 countries were presented 
and their implementation and funding discussed.

The presentation covered previous 
research at FORRU-CMU, particularly that leading to 
the development of the framework species method 
for restoring evergreen tropical forest ecosystems in 
N. Thailand. Major achievements of the research 
program were reviewed as well as dissemination of 
techniques, knowledge and research protocols to 
other countries and for restoration of other forest 
ecosystem types.
